








Transmission Projects: At A Glance — Xcel Energy

Carlisle - Wolfforth 230 kV Transmission Line

Description: The proposed Carlisle to Wolfforth 230 e
kV Transmission Line project consists of approximately L e
13 miles of new 230 kV transmission line from Carlisle
Substation in Lubbock, Texas to Wolfforth Substation
located approximately 3 miles southwest of Wolfforth,
Texas. This project was developed and approved by the
Southwest Power Pool.
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Status: This project is planned to be placed in service
on December 20, 2017.

Investment Partners: None

Cost: Approximately $33 million

Hobbs - Kiowa 345 kV Transmission Line

Description: The proposed Hobbs — Kiowa 345 kV
transmission line project consists of approximately 48
miles of new 345 kV transmission line between the new
Kiowa Substation located about 15 miles northeast of
Carlsbad and the existing Hobbs Plant substation located
approximately 11 miles west of Hobbs, New Mexico.

The new Kiowa substation will include a 345/115 kV
transformer to provide additional 115 kV service to the
area.

Benefits: The project will provide a new source of bulk
power supply to meet the growing electricity demand in
Eddy and Lea counties in southeast New Mexico.

Status: This project has a proposed in-service date of June 1, 2018.

Kiowa - North Loving - China Draw 345 kV Transmission Line

Description: The proposed Kiowa — North Loving -
China Draw 345 kV transmission line project consists of
approximately 40 miles of new transmission line and
major construction at three substations. The project
includes approximately 18 miles of 345 kV line from the
existing North Loving substation located about eight
miles southeast of Carlsbad to the existing China Draw
substation located about 22 miles south of Carlsbad. 4
Approximately 22 more miles of 345 kV transmission line Q/
will be constructed between the new Kiowa substation

which is located about 15 miles northeast of Carlsbad

and the North Loving substation. New 345/115 kV

transformers will be installed at both North Loving and China Draw substations.
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Benefits: The projects will provide new source of bulk power and increased capacity to the
transmission system to the areas around Loving, New Mexico and south along the State Highway 285

corridor towards the New Mexico/Texas state line.
Status: This project has a proposed in-service date of June 1, 2018.

Cost: $76 million
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
